Even right here in Dallas, people and families suffer.

And yet, in the midst of suffering, it wasn’t all bad.
One gentleman that | interviewed looked at me with a

smile when | asked if he was homeless, and he said, “No.

I’m just taking vacation from work.”

There was other good news too, like people who
were managing to get a leg up with steady work and a
safe place to live. There were others who wanted to
know what church we were from and if they could
come. We saw eyes that were weary with suffering but
shined with courage and determination to struggle

the key texts in the whole of the Bible that explores the
meaning of suffering. It’s a hard part of the Bible to
read, because it can get pretty bleak. Job, though
faithful to God, undergoes calamity after calamity, losing
everything important to him, even getting berated by
his closest friends that think he must have done
something wicked to deserve such a terrible fate. It’s a
little too easy to condense the story of Job into a moral,
like if you just endure, God will bless you. Rather,
reading the whole text leads you to struggle with the
fact that suffering sometimes is just part of life — it has
no rhyme or reason or purpose.

Even though Job does endure, God never seems to
give him a good answer as to what happened to him,
but in the end, he is one of the few characters of the
entire Bible who sees God face to face.

Even in the suffering of ordinary people, people like
you and me God is never far off.

May we find our courage and determination to

onward. struggle onward in that good news.

GLOBAL MISSION OUTREACH LUNCHEON

On Sunday, during the Global Mission Outreach Luncheon, we learned what WE can do as church members and as
individuals to make our world a better place. Our youth presented a pictoral report from their “Heifer Project” Mission Trip
last summer and we heard about their plans for this summer. We also received the pictoral report from Jules Martinez and
Greg Byrne who represented EDCC on last summer’s Adult Honduras Mission trip with Church of the Incarnation, and heard
how more spots are open for EDCC members this next summer.

MISSION OPPORTUNITY TO HONDURAS

One of the goals of the Outreach Department has been to participate in a foreign Mission Trip on our own or with another
church. We have been blessed that the Church of the Incarnation (Episcopal) has invited EDCC into their three year mentoring
program to participate in their annual mission trips to Honduras. Jules Martinez and Greg Byrne were our representatives on
the trip last summer. This is a wonderful opportunity for us. Larry Tate, son of A. B.Tate is one of the two leaders of this team.
He has been instrumental in opening up this opportunity for EDCC. It is a great way for EDCC to learn from an experienced
team so that in three years we can be self-sufficient in leading our own mission trip.

The trip this summer is from June 22" thru June 29". In addition to Jules and Greg, EDCC can take an additional three
people on the trip. The cost of the trip is $1,450 per person. The team will be providing: Christian Education; construction of
much needed classrooms at an Episcopal school; and a medical/dental/pharmacy clinic. Spanish speaking skills are helpful, but
not required. What is required is a willingness to serve our less fortunate brothers and sisters and to share Christ’s love.
Volunteers are needed to aid in light construction or related work projects, teach vacation Bible school stories and do arts and
craft activities with the children. The team needs medical doctors, nurses, and dentists to assist in the medical/dental clinic.
This is a crucial component to the trip as the people from that area do not have access to adequate medical care. Also, the
mission team sets up a pharmacy and needs volunteers to assist with setting up and tracking the inventory.

Deadline to
apply is March 1.
